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The Co — Operation and Contradiction between UK, China,and USA in the International Anti — Opium Movement
At the Beginning of 20th Century

Abstract : At the beginning of 20th Century,with the deeper cognizance of the detriment of the opium by the people, the
anti — opium idea was gradually accepted by the different nationals. The Qing government grasped the chance and initiated an-
other anti — opium movement when the British government showed its support to China’ s anti — opium attitude. Under the en-
couragement of China’s anti — opium movement,the American government began to initiate and organize the International Opi-
um Commission. At the beginning of 1909, the International Opium Commission was convened in Shanghai, which symbolized
the forming of the international anti — opium movement. At the end of 1911 ,the International Opium Conference was convened
in Hague,which symbolized the developing of the international anti — opium movement. In this international anti — opium move-
ment , there were both co — operation and contradiction between UK, China, and USA. The co — operation between the three
countries was the basis for the forming of the international anti — opium movement, and the contradiction between the three
countries was solved by their mutual concession,which guaranteed the development of the international movement.
